However, Rabbi Gafni was determined to bring out the best in Louis. With this in mind,
he spent extra time teaching him the songs and prayers. Soon, he discovered that Louis,
in fact, was smart and that he had an outstanding singing voice.

On the day of the bar mitzvah, Louis performed beautifully. And at the end of the
ceremony, Rabbi Gafni stood and spoke directly to Louis, saying to him:
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As it turns out, Louis eventually went on to an Ivy League education and to Medical
School. But the point is, when we look for the good in the other person, it makes a



difference. It makes a difference because so much of the time, there’s a ' in all of

us that is waiting to be revealed, waiting to be given wings.

When we reflect on the countless struggles with adolescent identity in our
years, how many of us—along the way—could have benefited immensely from a %
& moment?

Uncovering common ground. In looking for the good in the other person, one of the
things we often discover is that we have more in common than we thought.
